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Having done a bit of messing around with cameras in my youth, I took up  
photography later in life as a result of my teaching. I was encouraging my  
students to make use of the advantages of digital cameras to investigate images and  
iconography, and found myself drawn into the practice and began to learn what I 
could do with this technology. 

I find the camera an aid to seeing what is going on around me and to contemplating 
the meanings of what I see, in both the built and “natural” environment. The camera 
makes visible the way in which all that we see is humanly constituted.

The photographs in this show were taken in the heat of summer at a saltlake in the 
north-eastern wheatbelt, on the same day at dawn, noon and then after sunset. This 
area was once bushland, then wheatfields, but is now salt.
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
